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1.0 Introduction

Systemline 7 has been designed as a centralised multi-room home entertainment system,
best designed when the Netserver and all Netamps are in the same physical location. Each
zone requires a USB connection from the NetServer, usually achieved using the 10 port USB
Hubs. Centralising all equipment is the recommended method to plan and install S7.

If you need to locate Netamps in a separate location, then you must extend the USB
connection from the server using a USB over Cat5/6 extender. Systemline have tested some
devices at different price points, the units listed are the only ones that can be recommended
as some tested did not perform to satisfaction.

2.0 Wiring and connecting USB over Cat5/6 converter

The transmitter should plug directly into the NetServer USB port, never via a hub. Use only
good quality Cat5 or Cat6 cable, terminated with RJ45 plug, avoiding patch panels and patch
leads. Use a hub at the receiver to connect multiple Netamp zones.
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3.0 Tested USB Cat5/6 systems

Use only the tested system below, and keep within each limitation of cable length and number
of supported zones.
